DETECTIVE'S DEED

HE SLAYS HIS BROTHER-IN-LAW IN
AN IMPROMPTU DUEL.

TTqm- Unbrotliorlr nrotUow-l'imiig, Crotty
Hurt IjlxTlmoi \VMowfltl by Violence-"A.

CuttliiK Sensntlon la Atlantic City

FOKT SMITH, Ark., August 27.-OnritnIn
Joo Kvoridge, United Statos marshal mill
railroad detective on tho Frisco between
this place nnd Paris, Tex, killed his brother
in-l.iw, "\Vtii. Luther, last night in thodonol
waiting room at Qoodlnud station, Choctaw
nation.

This wns the result of n family feud that
sprung up in 1885. Robert E. Peoler, Cap-
Win W. II. Ford, William Luther aud
Everidgo were all brothera-in-law by mar-
riage. In January, 1S85, Pooler.killed n
young man named Boll Bingkam for alleged
iniimac/f wi th his wife. Ho surrendered
here, a'hd Ford came with him ns his
beat friend, He was convicted of
manslaughter. nnd the president
granted him a pardon. After
his return homo he and Ford fell out, and
in February, 1858, Ford killed Peeler and
was himself severely wounded. He also
surrendered here, and waa indicted for
lunrder and gave bond for his appearance.
On thejSd of June, 1SSS, William Luther
kiiieu lrord iu his (Lather's) own house. He
was arrested and brought here on the 17th
of June, but bond was refused in his casts,
nnd he remained In jail until February 2,
1BS9, when ho was acquitted, a» many
claim, on fraudulent testimony. Everldge
waa against Luther in this case,'as he be-
lieved that Ford had been foully murdered.
After Luther's acquittal ho went back to
the territory, and, it is understood, has
been making threats against Everidge. Last
night he was sitting iu the waiting-room
nt Goodland when Everidge oame in. As
Boon as he entered Luther attempted to
draw his gun, but it hung in his clothing
nnd Everidgo got iu the firstshot, following
it up with another, killing his man, who
only succeeded in getting his pistol off onco
and without effect.

Kvoridgo is a quiet and poncenblo man,
very popular throughout the territory, but
is a dangerous man to tamper with. The
general opinion is that he acted in self-de-
fense, as he IB too brave to kill a man unless
he was compelled to. The widow of Luther
has been married six times nnd all of her
husbands have been killed, yet she is a
young looking and handsome woman.

There wns H!BO n bis crowd
nround the jnll whore Mr. and Mrs. Hamil-
ton nro confined, tho former as a witness
nnd the latter to await ttio result of the
nurse Donnelly's Injuries.

Tho henrinpt to-day in the cnao of 3tr's.
Evangellno Hamilton developed sevoml
new points whioh aro detrimental to Airs.
Hamilton. Jnsf.k-o Irving conducted tho
examination. The prisoner when brought
jn showed slffns of great mental distress.
nnd nil during tho p routed IDJCB sat with
her head bowed on tbe railing in front of
her. Robert RIIJP ; Hamilton wns tho first
•witness. Ho testified ns to the disc-barge of
the servant previous to tho cuttin«, and
hesitatingly admitted that thu kulfe used
was in the hands of his wife at the time.
Witness gavo his awe aa 38, but was not
questioned as to family relationship.

Policeman Blddlo, who arrested Mrs.
Hamilton, stated that tbe latter told him
on the way to tbe station-house that she did
It iu Eclf-defense.

Dr. W, G. Crosby, who attended tbe in-
jured woman, showed tho nature of tho
w oun (lt», at the sumo time stating that the
patient was in ft very critical condition.

This testimony caused the witness to ex-
hibit renewed signs of nervousness, aud
was the oii)y time sho rained her head since
entering the court room.

Tbe testimony of Poliro ScrKcnnt Loader
•wns more important. Ho stated thnl just
before placing Airs. Hamil ton in tho cell
yesterday hu a^ked her if shalip.dcoiuinittt'd
the deed and she admitted it, saying that
she had used a white handled dirk knife,
end that in her excitement sb*> had thrown
It on the bod or in the closet. This conclud-
ed tbe testimony and Judge Irving remand-
ed the accused to prison at May's landing,
•without ball, to await the injuries of tho
nurse Donnely. She was taken to jail this
afternoon. Robert Ray Hamilton was hold
in $COO, which ho endeavored to secure un-
der tbe surveillance- of a detective. The
hiyh standing of Hamilton has made tho
affair one of great interest, and intense ex-
citument ie caused. Attempt:* of BO me to
prove that tlio man is not Robert Ray Ham-
ilton have proved futile. Justice I rv ing lias
proof of his identity which can nut be de-
nied. The Injured woman still lies at the
point of death/

EXECUTIVE 'CLEMENCY REFUSED

To a I'rlsoncr Convicted of Fence Cutting:
and Sentenced to Three Yours' ServUuJu.

IX, Tex.. August 23. —Iii the case of
J. T. Humphries, convicted in tho district
court of Navarro county for fence cutting
and ECDteuccil to the penitentiary for three
yeni'B, the governor refused to extern! ol'i
cis! clemency for tho following reasons in-
dorsed on this application for pardon:

"Fu this case- the fjullt of tho applicant is
conceded by petitioners, and it seems
Bt range that KO many worthy, lawnluiling
citizens of H county which has suffered so
ir.aterially from tblBRptdca of lawicssn<;?H
Biiould /hid it conBiHtent with their sense of
duty and Moos of justice to appeal to tho
executive for clemency on tho ground that
this pnrty WHS the only one of n bad crowd
to tuffer conviction, whilo his equally
Ri i 'Hy confederates, by some moaiiH to mo
incxululnable, Huoocctlerl in defeating the
ends of jnstico and c-acnplnR tlio peim'ty of
the law. Tho further plea is offered In b«-
half of thiH petitioner that bo wimndncad
to eotnmit the oiTonno by older mid wiser
cr iminnln , but it does not npne.ar that Iiu
wna not f u l l y able to jud^e- for h imwi l f n« to
tbe conaequcnws of b in act. I therefore de-
clino to extend clemency In his case.

HELD STEER AND MAN.

A Stolen llovlno Causes llio Worthy Oillcers
of Tiro Comities Great Uncnsiuces.

SuLi'HUH SPRINGS, Tox., August 87.--Car-
roll Crisp started to Littlo Kock. Ark., last
Saturday with forty head o£ beef cattle. Kli
Liudley missed n steer out of tho rnnga
nbout'that time and wired tho sheriff at
Jefferson n description of the steor, nnd if
in the lot to hold tho mau and steer. The
sheriff answered, "I hnvo tho man nnd
steer." This wns Sunday morning. The
sheriff, in company with the owner, went
to Jeiteraou, identified the property nud ar
rested Carroll Crisp, Jr. lii tno meantime
the ofiicers at Jefferson and au attorney put
their heads together to get the prosecution
iu Marion county, instead of Hopkins,
where the offeuso was cotnmittodand prose-
cution pending. This move was to get
Crisp, the defendant, to make application
for a writ of habeas corpus, which was in
due form made out and presented to Dis-
trict Judge John L. Shepherd nnd grunted.
When the writ wns placed in the
hands of a deputy sheriff to be served
on the sheriff from Hopkins ho proceeded
at once to serve him and found sheriff and
Iirisouergone. This was about 1 o'clock at
night. The deputy sheriff from Marion be-
came terribly incensed at the flight of the
sheriff from Hopkins with tho prlsouorand
said he would summon a posse and search
for miles around to find him, whioh ho did,
but the vigilant officer from this county
elnded their search. After lying in the
rooky hills of east Taias for a day and
night and walking from thirty-five to forty
miles, they arrived safely home to-day with
the prisoner, who came into court nud
waived an examining trial and gave uoni} in
the sura of 5300. j, R. Birly, a brother-in-
law of Crisp, left for Jefferson to-day to
look after the rest of the cuttle.

The trial of Jess 'VVB'ker for the murder
of McDonald was concluded to-dny. Ho
wns committed to jail without ball.

ONE OF THE VICTIMS

Of the Minnesota Stdfio Robber Dies in &
Hoapllol— Robber Not Captured.

MlKJTEAPOLH, Minn., August 27.—Donald
Mnckarchor, tho Minneapolis man who was
shot by a robber near GojrebaC yesterday,
arrived in this city nt 7.80 this morning nnd
wns nt once taken to the hospital. Tho
wound in the leg Is very painful, but not
serious. The other bullet passed through
the roof of tho month and out of the right
cheek. According to Mackarcher tho re-
ports telegraphed from the scene of the
robbery are correct in every detail.

Mackarcher suid this evening that the
robber must be wounded, as ho got four
shots, and ho Is considered a good shot. A
telegram was received in this city fromBes-
ser, Mich., this evening stating that Flesch-
born, the otlior victim of tho highwayman's
builetu.Uad died in the hospital there to-day.
Ho has a wife tnd two children at Belle-
ville, 111. Sborlft Foley Is still out with his
posse in pursuit of tho robber, but slight
hopes are entertained of his capture, as tljo
country between Gogoblo and lake Superior
is a donso forest.

HOT ON HIS TRAIL.

STABBED HER LOVER,

WACO, Tox., August 27.—At 8 o'clock this
afternoon an affray occurred in a saloon
.ocatod In n reserve set apart by the city of
Waco for tho residence of women of tho
lown, in which Stella Ferguson, a young
woman of the class referred to, stabbed
William Bell, her lovor, with a stiletto,
inf l ic t ing tin abdominal puncture piercing
tho cavity, probably fatully. Tho woman
wns looked up In jail and the wounded man
was taken to a house adjacent, occupied by
liis sisters. Stolla was arrested flve mouths
ago for stabbing John Jensen, a Swede.
In tbe Jensen case tho woundud man would
not testify nud tlio prosecution was stopped.
In tho present case, al though dozens saw it,
and Siella does not deny it, the wounded
ami apparently dying man expressed the
julief that tho wound was not inflicted by
Stella, or in cnso she did it, that it was acci-
dental.

It is said these men wore
absent several days from their homes about
the time tho murder occurred, and it la said
the motive prompting them to ccinmit tho
deed was to get Hanlln's wife away from
him. It is the theory of the .prosicutiou
that upon Hanlln and his wife starting for
Texas these young men followed thorn
into the territory, and failing to overtake
them rendezvoused In and abotit Silver City
till they returned, and that one or the other
of theso fellows fe<»pt watch near tbe public
road along which Hanlln and his wife would
return, and when they did put in their ap-
pearanco Haalin was shot dead from am-
bush with a Winchester. This theory the
prpsecution expects to establish by the wit-
ness Patterson, who waa attached and
t-akon to Paris Monday.

SANDBAGGED_AND ROBBED.

A Mexican Drives a Knife Into tho Breast
of a Former Paramour.

SAN ASTONIO, Tex., August 27.— At a late
bonr last niitht Henry Kay, a young Eng-
lishman attached to the Santa Rosa hos-
pital, was returning home when .he was'ae*
•anlted by thugs and left for dead. He was
found lying in the brush with bis pockets
turned wrong side outward. He was in-
sensible and Incapable of speech. He was
carried to tho hospital and contrived to
make ond of the sisters nndii-atand that he
htul beec struck by negroes. He exhibited
no sign o( violence and from this it is sup-
posed that he bad been sandbagged. Sev-
eral holuUDB have occurred of late.

THE W A G E S OF SIN,
SEDUCTION AND SUICIDE OF<

SCHOOL GIRL.

Shs liuconicj tlio Vlotlm of Mliplnecil Confl'
dvlicc, .SwnUoAvs Rough on Rat.v, and

IJIos a .Unvint> nTaulac—A
Pitiful Story.

WEATHERFOfiD. Tex., August 37.—A very
senfiitional aud distressing cage of seduc-
tion aud suicide developed here-to-day, al-
though'ft strong effort lias beeu made by all
parties concerned to suppress the fucta in
thocnsn. Tho victim of man's lust and
pcriidy wns Miss yallie Cornelius, a 17-year-
old school girl. Until three months eluce
her homo has always been in this city,
where sho was well knowu anil her family
highly respucted. About that time the fam-
ily removed to Yemen. The subsequent
history of the case was learned only after
tho most persistent Inquiry on the part
of THE NEWS represontatlve.as even the un-
dertakers had been enjoined to silence on
the subject. Tho family phyaickm could
not bo found, and all others who were ap-
proached on the subject declined to state
the facts, although rutriorg were rife on the
streets. It has been definitely ascertained,
however, that the girl returned to this city
from Veruon about a week since, accom-
panied by her mother aud tvro brothers,
and went to tbe home of Mr. J. .M. Bowycr,
on the north side -of this city,
where the mother of the g\vl
stated she wished her to remain whita
her trousseau, was beinjt made up for an
early wedding. Not suspectinff tho condi-
tion of the girl Mr. Bowyer readily ac-
quiesced.

Friday night she asked If nhe might re-
ceive- company that night. Consent was
flven. Her visitor game, as she expected,

ut did not enter the honse, waiting for her
at the gate, MlssSalHe Cornelius loft the
House with hsr escort, and did not return
until a late hour, saying they had been to
an entertainment. On their return her
company did not enter tho house, but left
her nt tho gate.

Saturday morning the girl complained of
feeling indisposed, and about 9 o'clock she
dressed In her wedding clothes, which had
meanwhile been completed for her, aud left
tho house with a parcel supposed to contain
letters.

She next stopped in a drugstore on North
Main street, and here purchased a bos of
rough on rats and ten capsules, as THE
NEWS correspondent 1a Informed. The clerfc
who sold her tho poison says ho ob-
served nothing peculiar iu her actions or
manuerto excite suspicion, but that she ap-
peared very cheerful and affable, and as rat
poison is sold dully, ho readily let her Iiava
it without question. After leaving the drug-
store tho poor girl proceeded to Rentz's glti.
about one and a half ihiles south, and filled
the capsules. On her way bncfc she took
eight of the capsules without water, and
after going some distance became very
thirsty, and catling at a house asked a lady
for a drink. Sho returned to Mr. Bouyor's
house at nooii aud refused to eat and wns
evidently very aick. Sho itftorwiirrl stated
that she bad intended never to return to the
house alive, as her expectation wns that sho

•would dio on tho way from the effects of the
poison.

Drs. Emanuel aud MUlikin were sum-
moned during the afternoon and adminis-
tered powerful emetics, but pronounced her
CRSO hopeless from tbe first, although they
continued to work with her until about 4
o'clock Sunday morhlng. Sho remained In
Ihe sumo condition throughout Sunday, suf-
fer ing intense agony, but WA« perfectly ra-
tional, Sho had tuld the physicians that
sho wns encehito. Monday momma, in the
absence of tho family physician, Dr. Mc-
Keozio was summoned to attend hor r.nd
ho stated to THE NBWH reporter that ho
found her in tho labor of childbirth. Tbe
child was premature aud stillborn. After
this she seemed to rally and them wero
hopes of her recovery, but about-i o'clock
in the afternoon her brain became affected
by the poison and sho became fi ravine
maniac, and BO coutiuuud until 12.50 o'clock
this morning, when she died. Her ravings
wore p i t i fu l in tho extreme as sho called
tlio name of her betrayer over nnd over
again and besought him to fulf i l l bin prom-
ise to her and save- her l i fe and honor.

The unfortunate girl js described ns being
small and but-1? years of ago. Shy was of
a lovable disposition and above reproach.
She had attended school hero during- t.ho
last session nnd for yours previous, nnu WUH
ivoll known. Her parents and throe brothers
aro now in tho city. The remains of tho
dead girl were viewed by Coroner Leach,
nnd Interred in tho city ceractoryat4o'clock
this evening.
